2. The fee for the annual review and services required in subsection 1 must be
submitted to the Division on or before July 1 of each year.

3. The fee for a Major Modification to a permit is equal to the amount of the renewal fee
for the permit.

4, The fee for a Minor Modification to a permit is equal to one-half the amount of the
renewal fee for a permit, up to a maximum of $5,000.

5. The fee for an Engineering Design Change is $500.

6. In accordance with NRS 353.1467, payments to the State of $10,000 or more
must be paid electronically.
