LAKE CLARITY CREDITING PROGRAM FILE STRUCTURE READ-ME
The Lake Clarity Crediting Program (Crediting Program) file structure proposes a consistent information storage framework to enable future sharing of information and collaboration in the Tahoe Basin. While it is not mandatory that urban jurisdictions adopt this file structure, it does emulate the structure of the Crediting Program File Sharing Site where urban jurisdictions will be asked to submit files related to catchment credit schedules and annual stormwater reports.  

The file structure, houses the basic documents for the Crediting Program including:

· Complete Crediting Program Handbook (Adobe PDF) 
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· Catchment Credit Schedule (MS Word 2003)

· Issue Resolution Punchlist (MS Word 2003)

· Program Improvement Recommendation Form (MS Word 2003)

To begin using the file structure, copy the entire “LCCP” folder from the provided Crediting Program download page or compact disk to your computer hard drive. This will save all sub-folders and files to your hard drive. Each urban jurisdiction should delete all urban jurisdiction folders other than its own to avoid confusion and possible errors. Users should also periodically check the appropriate Water Board or NDEP web sites for Crediting Program updates.
