8. Submit a check in the amount of $1,000 payable to the Division of Environmental Protection as a application fee required by NAC 349.495, which will be included in the total amount of the fee charged by the director pursuant to NAC 349.545.

9. Submit the census Median Household Income (MHI) for the smallest census district including the service area of the water system, and a current estimate of MHI as updated by an appropriate agency.

10. Submit the current property tax rate applicable in the service area of the system.

The applicant hereby acknowledges that the applicant will prepare all necessary data and feasibility studies for presentation of the application for the proposed capital improvement project to the Board for Financing Water Projects.
