3. Minor PM10 SIP Modification - Carrie MacDougall, Clark County AQMD

The CC AQMD is proposing some minor modifications to the PM10 SIP. The modifications are not expected to generate any comments.  The Federal Register Notice on the approval of the PM10 SIP is expected by November 20th. Changes to Clark County Regulations, Sections 90, 92 and 93

Ms. MacDougall handed out copies of the proposed changes.  They can be seen at www.co.clark.nv.us/air_quality/index.htm.  The public comment period began on November 15.  Workshops are ongoing.  The public hearing before the Board is scheduled for December 17.  The package contains a combination of changes committed to in the SIP and in response to comments from the first workshop.

4. Federal Diesel Regulation Update – Ron Levine, Nevada Motor Transport Association

Mr. Levine was unable to attend the forum, so this issue was tabled until the next meeting.

6. CCAQMD Public Outreach Efforts – Carrie MacDougall, 

Clark County AQMD

Ms. MacDougall provided an overview of the public outreach efforts being conducted by the AQMD.  They included developing and adopting a new logo and slogan for the AQMD.  The official slogan is “Protecting the air we share”.  

The county is also making a number of changes to its web page.  These changes will be demonstrated at the next meeting.  

The AQMD has been notifying the school district of air quality advisories and working with the school district to explain what advisories mean and what they should do in the event of an advisory so that there is a consistent approach at all of the schools.  The AQMD is linking with the National Weather Service for high wind advisories and is in the process of trying to link all of the advisories together.

The AQMD has created a speakers bureau and will send speakers out to organizations.  They have developed a presentation for schools and have put together a new display booth.

A new departmental policy has been adopted that will ensure that public meetings will be held in an area closest to proposed new facilities in addition to meeting in the county offices.
