4.2 Allowable Non-Stormwater Discharges [I.B.11]
Instructions: Permittees authorized under this permit may be authorized for certain miscellaneous non-stormwater discharges if those discharges are not significant contributors of pollutants.  Such discharges may include: discharges from fire hydrant flashings; waters used to wash vehicles where detergents are not used; water used to control dust; potable water sources including waterline flushing; routine external building wash down which does not use detergents; pavement wash waters where spills or leaks of toxic or hazardous materials have not occurred (unless all spilled material has been removed) and where detergents are not used; air conditioning condensate; uncontaminated ground water or spring water; and foundation for footing drains where flows are not contaminated with process materials such as solvents.  BMPs shall be implemented if needed to minimize impacts of these discharges.  Non-stormwater discharges that are significant contributors of pollutants shall be eliminated or authorized under a separate permit.  Although fire-fighting drainage may contain significant pollutant concentrations, the frequency of occurrence is low and the discharge is hereby authorized out of necessity.
5 BMP Identification 
5.1  Source Protection BMPS [I.C.3.vii.f]
Instructions: This section describes practices that will be implemented to prevent the materials used on-site from mixing with stormwater.  Consider the following types of practices for each area:
· Good Housekeeping: All exposed areas which could contribute pollution to stormwater should be kept clean and orderly.  Common problem areas include trash containers, storage areas, and loading docks.  Routine inspections for leaks and condition of storage containers as well as regularly scheduled waste removal should be included in this plan. 
· Minimizing Exposure: Wherever possible, industrial materials and activities should be protected from precipitation to prevent contamination of stormwater.
· Preventative Maintenance: All stormwater management devices and facility equipment should be inspected and receive maintenance on a regular basis to prevent system failures and reduced performance that could cause contamination of stormwater.
· Spill Prevention and Response: Reduce the risk of pollutant release by developing material handling procedures, inspecting and maintaining containers and tanks, and secondary containment of material storage. Proper spill response measures include having emergency spill kits available where materials are commonly handled and training material handlers in spill response procedures.

6 BMP Implementation

6.1 Routine Inspections [I.C.10]
Instructions: All facility areas contributing to a stormwater discharge authorized by this permit shall be inspected [I.C.10.ii].  At a minimum, active mine sites will be inspected at least once per year.  Inactive mine sites will be inspected minimum of once per year, or every three years if annual inspections are impractical [I.C.10.vii].  Inspection of all BMP’s should be performed to ascertain that they are in proper operating condition.  
Facility inspections will be performed every  (time period) by (person or title).  If stormwater BMPs are found to be functioning incorrectly, maintenance will be performed before the next anticipated storm event, or as necessary to maintain effectiveness of the stormwater controls.  A sample inspection form and records of past inspections will be kept in Appendix B of the SWPPP.
6.2 Employee Training

Instructions: A program is encouraged to train employees in stormwater pollution prevention. Topics that need may be included are good housekeeping procedures, proper materials handling, preventative maintenance, and spill prevention and response. A sample list of topics has been included below; add to it as necessary. This training can be combined with other employee training already in place.  A schedule for training may be provided and a record of attendance kept with this plan in Appendix C.

· Introduce Pollution Prevention Team and discuss need for the SWPPP
· Spill response procedure
· Review of past spills
· Review of good housekeeping procedures
· Proper material handling procedures
· Proper disposal or recycling of materials
· Be sure employees know where cleaning materials and spill kits are located
· Review sources of stormwater pollutants used onsite
· Familiarize employees with drainage routes near areas where industrial materials are handled

All employees will attend a training session every  (period of time).  New employees will be trained within (period of time) of hire. Records of attendance may be kept with this SWPPP using Appendix C found at the end of this plan.
7 Monitoring Requirements [I.C.12]
Instructions: Within six months of the effective date of this permit, the permittee shall submit to NDEP for review and approval, a monitoring plan for sampling stormwater discharges for waste rock dumps and overburden piles to waters of the U.S.  The updated monitoring plan shall be included as a separate section within the SWPPP.  At a minimum, the plan shall include monitoring for total suspended solids, hardness and all Nevada Profile 1 parameters.  The Monitoring frequency shall be a minimum of once/year for discharge points into Waters of the U.S… [I.C.12.i.a]; or
Within six months of the effective date of this permit, the permittee shall submit to NDEP for review and approval, information, as a separate section within the SWPPP, indicating that any stormwater discharges from waste rock dumps and overburden piles to waters of the U.S. will not cause or contribute to exceedences of applicable state water quality standards….[I.C.12.i.b]
Ultimately, the goal of this SWPPP is to protect the quality of water resources. To evaluate the effectiveness of the measures described here, the following monitoring activities will be conducted on the stormwater discharges at (facility name). Monitoring results will be used to regularly reassess the impact of pollutant sources and the need for best management practices (BMPs). The SWPPP will be updated and improved throughout the term of the permit and these updates will be informed by the results of monitoring. 
7.1 Site Inspections [I.C.10]
Instructions: All facility areas contributing to a stormwater discharge authorized by this permit shall be inspected [I.C.10.ii].  A report summarizing the scope of the inspection, name(s) and qualifications of personnel making the inspection, the date(s) of the inspection, and major observations relating to the implementation of the SWPPP shall be made and retained as part of the SWPPP [I.C.10.v]
Inactive mines shall be inspected a minimum of once per year or every three years if annual inspections are impractical.  Activities at active mine sites that are subject to this permit ( and not characterized as construction) must be inspected at least once per year [I.C.10.vii]

A comprehensive site evaluation will be performed every year by name of person(s) or title(s)).    
The results of the inspection will be documented in a report containing at minimum: the date, the person(s) making the inspection, the scope of the inspection, observations relating to the discharge of pollutants from the facility, BMPs needing maintenance, BMPs which failed to operate as designed, locations where additional BMPs are needed, corrective actions taken, and any updates to the SWPPP. Copies of past inspection reports are kept in Appendix F.
8 General SWPPP Requirements

8.1 Record Keeping and Reporting
Instructions: See section I.C.3 of the permit for more information.

A copy of this SWPPP submitted to NDEP within 6 months of the effective date of this permit or approval of the submitted Notice of Intent (NOI).  SWPPPs shall also be available for inspection at the project site or operation covered by this permit.  Records pertaining to inspections, monitoring, maintenance, employee trainings, compliance evaluations, and spills will be kept onsite with the SWPPP.
8.2 Maintaining the Updated SWPPP

Instructions: See section I.C.4 of the permit for more information

A Permittee must revise the SWPPP whenever a change in design, operation, maintenance procedures, etc. occurs that may cause a significant effect on the discharge of pollutants to surface waters.  

The SWPPP must be amended if inspections indicate a control has been used inappropriately or incorrectly or the SWPPP is ineffective in eliminating or significantly reducing pollutants in the discharge.  The SWPPP and control mu be updated to identify and correct any deficiencies noted.
8.3 Certification [II.A.21]
Instructions: The following certification statement must be signed and dated by an “authorized representative”, someone who meets the requirements of Section II.A.21.ii
I certify under penalty of law that this document and all attachments were prepared under my direction or supervision in accordance with a system designed to assure that qualified personnel properly gather and evaluate the information submitted.  Based on my inquiry of the person or persons who manage the system or those persons directly responsible for gathering the information, the information is, to the best of my knowledge and belief, true, accurate, and complete.  I am aware that there are significant penalties for submitting false information, including the possibility of fine and imprisonment for knowing violations.
